How is it Administered? 

ÅHealth insurance for people 65 and 
older
ÅUnder 65 in certain circumstances
ḬAmyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis 
ḬEnd- Stage Renal Disease
ḬMeet Social Security Disability  

Insurance requirements

ÅCenters for Medicare & Medicaid 
Services (CMS) administers program
ÅSocial Security Administration (SSA) 

enrolls most individuals
ḬRailroad Retirement Board enrolls 

railroad retirees



Enroll
When to

Can enroll in 
premium - free Part A 
anytime after IEP 
begins.

Can only enroll in 
Part B (and premium 
Part A) during IEP 
and other limited 
times.

May have a lifetime 
penalty if you don't enroll 
during IEP.



Based on 
a Disability

Qualifying 

Medicare usually begins after getting Social 
Security Disability Insurance (SSDI) for 24 
months.
ÅUnless you have Amyotrophic Lateral 

Sclerosis.
ḬMedicare begins first month entitled to 

SSDI.

Generally, this means you get Medicare in the 
30th month after you become disabled.
Å5- month waiting period for SSDI benefits.
ÅFollowed by 24 - month waiting period for 

Medicare.



Medicare 
vs. Medicaid

Differences ÅNational program that is consistent across the 
country.
ÅAdministered by the federal government.
ÅHealth insurance for people 65 and over and 

with certain disabilities or with End - Stage Renal 
Disease.

Summary
Comparison

ÅCovers Part A and Part B benefits.
ÅMedicare provides this coverage directly.
ÅYou have your choice of doctors and 

hospitals that are enrolled in Medicare 
and accepting new Medicare patients.
ÅGenerally, you or your supplemental 

coverage pay deductibles and 
coinsurance.
ÅYou usually pay a monthly premium for 

Part B.

ORIGINAL MEDICARE ÅSometimes called Part C.
ÅCovers Part A and B benefits and may 

cover additional benefits (like vision or 
dental).
ÅCoverage provided by private insurance 

companies approved by Medicare.
ÅIn most plans, you need to use plan 

doctors, hospitals, or other providers or 
you pay more/all costs.
ÅYou may pay a monthly premium (in 

addition to your Part B premium) and a 
copayment or coinsurance for covered 
services.

Paying for

If you paid Federal Insurance Contributions 
Act (FICA) taxes at least 40 quarters

Hanover
and Tyke

Can pay a premium to get Part A (up to 
$505/month in 2025)

If you paid FICA less than

Original Medicare Part B



Medicare Part B has a 
standard monthly 
premium

ÅMay be higher based on income
ÅMay be higher due to late enrollment penalty
Ḭ10% higher for each year eligible but not 

enrolled
ḬExceptions apply

ÅGenerally deducted from Social Security or 
Railroad Retirement benefits
ḬOther payment options available

ÅAn optional benefit available to all 
people with Medicare 
ÅRun by private companies that 

contract with Medicare
ḬChoose a plan that fits needs and 

join
ḬMay pay a lifetime penalty if you join 

late
ḬPlans have formularies 

Must include range of drugs in each 
category

ḬSubject to change



Costs
Part D

ÅCosts vary by plan (and income in 
some cases) but most people will 
pay:
ḬMonthly premium
ḬAnnual deductible
ḬCopayments

ÅExtra help available for beneficiaries 
with limited income and resources

Medigap policies help pay some of the health care 

costs that Original Medicare does not cover

ḬStandardized for all states except MA, MN & 

WI

ḬMust be enrolled in Parts A & B

ḬOffered by private insurance companies to 

which you pay a separate premium

Guarantee Issue Period: six - month 

period starting the first day of the month 

you turn 65

ḬMedigap policies do not cover everything
